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Research in my lab is concerned with visual attention, object perception and memory. We explore the
nature of the limits to human peception, the information-processing that results in the perception of
objects and events, and the nature of the representations that underlie both conscious experience and
implicit memory, shown in perceptual priming. We mainly use behavioral methods, but we are interested
in relating our findings to the brain. We study patients with brain damage, and collaborate in studies
using brain imaging or evoked responses.
